Telereg for fall
classes is August 15th. Classes go from August 25" - Decem-
ber 19. CORE Butte Charter School does provide financial sup-
port for fees or textbooks during the regular school year. Your
teacher has the details.

CAHSEE in Chico will be May 6 only for English and May 7 only
for Math. This test is for 11th and 12th grade students who
have not passed the test. 10th grade students who missed ei-
ther one must test as well. Arrive at 8:45 a.m. with identifica-
tion. Passing both tests is required for graduation
